
Most producers would agree that moisture is often the limiting factor for pasture growth. Moisture Deficiency Insurance (MDI) compensates producers when accumulated moisture at a selected weather station(s) in a given year falls below the normal expected moisture for that weather station. No individual farm production is measured in the current year to compare with coverage purchased.

Current year moisture accumulated over the growing season at the selected station is compared to a long term moisture average (normal) developed for that station. The comparison results in a "percent of normal" that equates to a predefined payment rate. The payment rate is multiplied by the individual producer's coverage to determine the amount of the insurance claim. 

There are four insurance design options available to meet the need of a particular farm operation. When choosing the appropriate weighting options, you will need to consider: 

 
1. the length of your pasture growing season,  
2. what emphasis you place on the monthly moisture components.

How to use the History Rate Chart:

1 Select up to three weather stations nearest your pasture and choose your coverage option. 

2 The table shows which year and what payment rate your station selection experienced. When more than one station is selected, the combined result is calculated.
3 The chart is a plot of the combined (average) payment rate history.
